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I would like to exercise the right of reply in connection with the interventions
made with reference to my country Russia.

We strongly reject the false ungrounded hypocritical accusations against us
made during this session, including from the representatives of the civil society and
youth. For the sake of time I will refrain from once again flagging our resolute
rebuttal of accusations, and outright lies as well, we heard throughout this morning
session. We will convey our position in written form to the Secretariat to be included
in the Forum's report.

The special military operation will achieve its goals and will be finished. The
truth of what have really happened in Ukraine will become known. The testimonies
of the witnesse have already started to break the walls of lies. This truth will be grim
ad uncomfortable for many in this hall.

The accusations of disrupting progress in achieving the Sustainable
Development Goals addressed to us are hypocritical. It was not Russia who
unleashed the economic war. And it did not happen in February or March.
Unprecedented sanctions against Russia and Belarus have paralyzed economic
relations between the countries of the pan-European region. What hypocricy to
blame for disrupting progress the country that is the most sanctionned in the world?
One thing is to be sure: whene these sanctions were introduced, no considerations
were given to the SDGs or Agenda 2030.

The European Union, the United States and the countries that support them
are destroying supply chains with their own hands, provoking an increase in prices
for commodities and other goods, including food. Under these conditions, the
implementation of the Agenda 2030 is indeed becoming increasingly difficult.

Sanctions call into question the implementation of the "green agenda". By

abandoning Russian energy resources, EU countries are expanding the use of non-



environmental fuels, including coal, and are also forced to buy expensive American
LNG. All this reduces the competitiveness of European companies, and globally
undermines the achievement of SDG 7 (universal access to clean energy) and SDG
13 (combat climate change).

In order to achieve the Agenda 2030 in the UNECE region, we urge everyone
not to unleash the spiral of sanctions pressure, but to listen to Russia's legitimate

demands in ensuring strategic security and economic development.
